	3. Review the handout in the SW CORE training manual titled Developmentally Appropriate Visitation Activities. Supervise a visit on one of your own cases, if possible.  Use the form titled Visitation Plans for the Cassel Children to plan the visit.  Use the form titled Visitation Observation to document your observations.  
	

	4. Review the handout in the trainee binder titled Relettive/Non-Reletive Extended Family Member (R/NFEFM).  Review the policies, procedures and resources, in your county, available for out-of-home care providers.  Discuss ways that you can support the care providers in your cases.  
	

	5. Review the handout in the SW CORE training manual titled Children and Families of Color in the Child Welfare System.  How do your county’s statistics compare?  What policies, procedures and/or best practices are in place to minimize this disparity of children of color in placement?
	

	6. Well-Being (providing health, education, visitation, and mental health services within a cultural context) is a critical aspect of placement and permanency.  Have a discussion about what you can do to ensure well-being of the children you work with.  
	

	7. Review the handout in the SW CORE training manual titled Developmental Considerations for Placing Children and Youth:  Using one of your cases, identify and discuss which key factors of that child’s Age/Stage are present and/or need assessment.
