California Definition of Concurrent Planning

(Adapted from a handout developed by Rose Wentz for this training)

Concurrent planning refers to the process of immediate, simultaneous and continuous assessment and case plan development that provides for reunification services, with the concurrent development of an alternative permanent plan for a child in the event that reunification is not achieved.  Concurrent planning includes a continuum of options to promote early reunification for every child removed from his or her family.  Service planning for concurrent plans is a court/agency/family collaboration which must include the probability of reunification with the child’s family of origin, availability of extended family resources, and identification of an alternate family who will commit to providing a permanent home for the child.
