· Age range 0-2 covered in the second half of day one, including key topics related to development in this age range (normal development, brain development, attachment, grief and loss, effects of maltreatment including NOFTT, effects of maternal substance abuse including FAS, red flags including Down Syndrome and CP, and implications for practice)
· Age range 3-5 covered in the morning of day two, including key topics related to development in this age range (normal development, attachment, grief and loss, effects of maltreatment, red flags including Autism and other developmental problems, and implications for practice)

· Age range 6-12 covered through the middle of day two, including key topics related to development in this age range (normal development, attachment, grief and loss, effects of maltreatment, red flags including PTSD and ADHD, and implications for practice)

· Age range 13-18 covered in the afternoon of day two, including key topics related to development in this age range (normal development, brain development, attachment, grief and loss, effects of maltreatment, red flags including depression, positive youth development, and implications for practice)

· Skill practice in the afternoon of day two including case scenarios and the child development game

· Discussed time allotted to each topic in the curriculum.

· Discussed changes to the DVD clips to be included: two clips have been deleted and the clip on Fetal Alcohol Syndrome has been changed to a different chapter from the same DVD.  Central Academy will produce a DVD of all the clips in the correct order and they agreed to make copies for the other Academies who also own all the included DVDs.

· Discussed process for developing revised knowledge tests and agreed that CDOG will review the draft weighted LOs for this curriculum and respond to CalSWEC with approval or any feedback by 5/11/09.  CalSWEC will then send sample test questions to CDOG.  CDOG will review them and respond with approval or any changes by 5/25/09.
