II. DEFINITIONS

A. Non minor Dependents (NMD) - on, or after January 1, 2012,  

      Foster youth, as described in Section 675(8) (B) of Title 42 of the 

United States Code under the federal Social Security Act who is a        current or former dependent child or ward of the juvenile court who     satisfies all of the following criteria:

(1) He or She has attained 18 years of age but is less than 21 years of

      of age. (SB 1013 changed the definition and allows youth up to   

      age 21 to participate in EFC starting on or after 01/01/2014).
(2) He or she is in foster care under the responsibility of the County 

      welfare department, county probation department, or Indian tribe 

      that entered into an agreement pursuant to Section 10553.1

(3) He or she is participating in a transitional independent living case 

      plan in pursuant to Section 475(8) of the federal Social Security 

      Act (42 U.S.C. Section 675(8), as contained in the Fostering 

 Connections to Success and Increasing Adoption Act of 2008                     (Public Law 110-351).

            B.  Extended Foster Care (EFC) – extension of foster care allows foster 

                 youth to receive foster care payments benefits (AFDC-FC payments) 

                 and services beyond 18, as long as the foster youth is meeting the 

                 participation requirements, living in an approved or licensed facility, 

                 and meeting the eligibility requirements.  Foster youth who reach the 

                 age of 18 may remain in EFC up to age 21.

            C.   Mutual Agreement (SOC 162) – is an agreement between the NMD 

                   and the county that provides a clear expectations to both the NMD 

                   and the county case manager as to what the responsibilities are for 

                   each party. It further specifies what services and assistance the 

                   NMD’s receive from the county. The NMD’s must sign the mutual 

                   agreement to acknowledge that they are voluntarily agreeing to 

                   remain in foster care in supervised placements as court 

                   dependents. 

                   Mutual agreement documents NMD’s willingness to:

· Remain in a :supervised placement:

· Report changes relevant to eligibility and placement, and

· Work with the County Agency on the implementation of the TILP participation activities

· Participate in 6 month review hearings

                   Mutual agreement documents county agency’s responsibility to:

· Help NMD to develop and achieve goals

· Review and update TILP every 6 months

· Help NMD remain eligible for EFC by responding to NMD’s issues and problems and connecting the NMD to supports and services

· Help NMD and caregiver develop Shared Living Agreement

· Ensure NMD has Medi-cal card or other health insurance

· Provide NMD with contact information for his/her attorney

             D.  Six Month Participation Form (SOC 161) – is a form that verifies 

                   the NMD’s participation for continued eligibility for EFC and foster 

                   care payments. This form must be submitted by the social worker to 

                   eligibility staff by the end of the first month of the next six month 

                   certification period to avoid a discontinuance of payments.  The 

                   certification should be updated at the same time the TILP and case 

                   plan is updated for the case review hearing.

             E.  Transitional Independent Living Plan (TILP) – the written unique, 

                   Individualized service delivery plan for a minor or NMD mutually 

                   agreed upon by the minor or NMD and the social worker or probation

                   officer that identifies the minor or NMD’s current level of functioning, 

                   emancipation goals, and the specific goals skills needed to prepare 

                   the minor or NMD to live independently upon leaving foster care.

                   The goals of the TILP for NMD are as follows:

· To develop permanent connections with caring and committed adults

· To develop independent living skills and have opportunities for incremental responsibility

· To live in the least restrictive setting.

             F.  Transitional Independent Living Case Plan (TILCP) – the NMD’s 

                   case plan that is updated every six months developed in 

                   collaboration with the NMD. It is a continuation of the same case 

                   plan that existed before the NMD turned 18, but there is no longer a 

                   focus on reunification, termination of parental rights for adoption, or 

                   the establishment of guardianship for a minor. The case plan 

                   describes goals and objectives of:

· Identifying and developing a permanent connections

· Making the transition to independent living; and

· Assuming incremental responsibility for adult decision making.

                   The case plan also describes the collaborative efforts between the 

                    non-minor and the case manager and the supportive services the 

                    NMD needs as described in the TILP to ensure active and 

                    meaningful participation in one or more of the participation 

                    conditions.

              G.  90-day Transition Plan – is a plan developed and completed in 

                    collaboration with the minor or NMD during the 90-day period before 

                    the planned exit from foster care when he or she attains the age of 

                    18 years of age and decided NOT to participate in EFC. During the 

                    completion of the 90-day plan, the social worker can re-explain the 

                    benefits of remaining in foster care this will also be completed for 

                     NMD’s who decide to exit foster care at a given time.  During the 

                     completion of the 90-day plan, the social worker can re-explain the 

                     benefits of remaining in foster care and the process of re-entry.

                     This will also be completed when the NMD reached the age of 

                     Majority (age 21), and exiting foster care due to age.

                     The 90-day Transition Plan includes information about the power of 

                     attorney for health care and specific options regarding housing, 

                     health insurance, education, local opportunities for mentors and 

                     continuing support services, workforce supports and employment 

                     services.

               H.  Re-entry into Extended Foster Care (EFC) – NMD has the right to

                     re-enter into EFC and can re-enter unlimited times prior to turning 

                     21.  In order for a NMD to be eligible to re-enter foster care and 

                     be eligible for foster care benefits, the NMD must meet the following 

                     eligibility criteria:

· Age,

· Under a foster care placement order on their 18th birthday,

· Education and employment participation conditions,

· Transitional Independent Living Case Plan including the Transitional Independent Living Plan (TILP),

· Authority for placement (completing the voluntary reentry agreement, SOC 163, followed by resumption of juvenile court jurisdiction)

· Eligible facility.

A background check may be completed to assess appropriate

Placement options but convictions are not barrier for re-entry.

The NMD can achieve re-entry by either:

· Signing a Voluntary Re-entry Agreement OR

· Filing a 388 (e) petition in the county of residence or county of jurisdiction

                I.  Voluntary Re-entry Agreement  for Extended Foster Care 
                    (Soc 163)-  A document singed by the NMD documenting the 

                    following;

                            * Willingness to re-enter foster care        

                            * Be placed in a supervised placement setting

                            * Participate in eligibility requirements

                            * Have a Transitional Independent living Case Plan

                           * Participate in the filing of 388 petition (must be done by social 

                              worker within 15 judicial days or sooner by the youth/youth 

                              representative)

                J.  General Jurisdiction – the jurisdiction the juvenile court retained 

                      over a NMD at the time of dismissal of dependency jurisdiction, 

                      delinquency jurisdiction or transition jurisdiction for the purpose of 

                      considering a request to resume its dependency jurisdiction or to 

                      assume or resume its transition jurisdiction over the person as a 

                      NMD.

                K.  Transitional Jurisdiction – a new type of jurisdiction that allows 

                      ward of the court who have completed their probation rehabilitative 

                     goals) and no longer require delinquency jurisdiction who meet the 

                     eligibility criteria to remain in foster care. This new status is for      

                     wards that are older than 17 years, and five months.
